VISA REQUIREMENTS
The following documents should be submitted to a Russian Consular Office (Russian Embassy Consular Section, Consulate General or Consulate) to obtain the entry visa to the Russian Federation:

1. Invitation (will be sent directly to the respective Russian Consular Offices for the participants of the Working Group Meeting);

2. Passport provided that the date of expiry is at least 6 months from the date   of application;

3. Three photos (sized 3(4 cm);

4. Filled application form;

5. Receipt confirming the payment of the consular fees.

The invitation letter signed by the Ministry of Transport of the Russian Federation you can find on APEC Web site. 

If you need a visa support, you should indicate it while sending a registration form. After registration as delegate in the Ministry of Transport of Russian Federation your passport details will be transferred to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Russian Federation. In few days visa instructions will be forwarded to the Russian Embassy or Consulate. For this you should specify a town where you intend to get visa.

You need not a personal invitation for obtaining visa! 

Entry visa is not required for the period of stay in the Russian Federation not exceeding 90 days for the nationals of the following countries:

· Viet Nam and Thailand – holders of Diplomatic and Service Passports,

· People’s Republic of China and Republic of Korea - holders of Diplomatic Passports,

· Mexico – holders of Diplomatic, Service and Official Passports,

· Peru – holders of Diplomatic and Special Passports,

· Chile – holders of Diplomatic and Official Passports.

The period of processing the visa applications is approximately 10 working days. Additional fee is charged for an urgent processing of visa applications.

CLIMATE

Peculiarities of Vladivostok climate are caused by the sea proximity - high humidity level and winds. Winters are usually dry and windy, there is not much snow though sometimes blizzards occur. Coldest month in Vladivostok – January (average temperature -13,5 °C). In summer weather is rather unstable – periods of warm and sunny weather are followed by unexpected typhoons coming generally from Asian countries. The first half of summer (June, part of July) is usually foggy and dull. The hottest month – August (average temperature +21°C). September in Vladivostok and its vicinity are characterized by average temperatures ranging from 18 °C  to 23 °C, cloudless sky and rare rainfall.

MEALS

A welcome reception will take place on Monday evening, hosted lunches will be offered on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday, and we will close with a festive dinner on Thursday.  In addition a cultural tour is being planned.  Refreshments will be available during breaks. 

ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE

Population: 206,5 thous. (1939); 291 thous. (1959); 633,8 thous. (1989); 610,3 thous. (1999).
Renamings: were not.
Average temperatures: January -14, April +4, July +18, October +8

HISTORY:

Vladivostok area was explored by Russian navigators in the 1850th. In 1860 at the coast of deep-water and closed from winds Zolotoy Rog bay military post recived the name "Vladivostok" was founded by crew of Russian sailing-ship "Manchur". In 1871 the main base of Siberian military fleet was moved to Vladivostok from Nikolaevsk-on-Amur. Development of shipbuilding and other branches of industry was accompanied by Vladivostok consolidation as an administrative centre. Regular steamship line connected Vladivostok with Saint-Petersburg and Odessa in 1879. In 1880 Vladivostok (with  Muravyev-Amurskiy peninsula) was singled out in particular "military governoredom" and was incorporated. From 1888 the centre of Primorskaya region. In 1897 Khabarovsk - Vladivostok railway was built, in 1903 direct railway communication with Moscow by Great Siberian Way was opened. In the 1890th Vladivostok gradually transformed into the place of Russian culture concentration at Far East. Vladivostok was an organizing centre of expeditions of Russian travellers and scientists N. M. Przhevalskiy, S. O. Makarov, V. K. Arseniev, V. L. Komarov (later the president of USSR AS) etc.  In 1899 Eastern institute was opened in Vladivostok. After establishment of Soviet power in 1917 in the city governments relieved one another more than once, expeditionary forces of Japanese, American and English troops landed here. In 1920-22 Vladivostok was the centre of Far East republic. From 1922 was included to RSFSR. From 1938 the centre of Primorski territory.

GEOGRAPHY

Vladivostok was stretched by an amphitheater on the most southern extremity of peninsula Muraviev-Amursky. The city boundaries includes all peninsula together with a chain of the islands stretched to the south from it. The peninsula Muraviev-Amursky extends from northeast to a southwest and its width is12 km, it presses in the sea approximately on 37 kms. The peninsula from the west is washed by waters of Amur bay, from the south - waters of bays the Gold Horn, Diomid, Big Uliss, Patrokl and a passage of Bosfor Vostochniy, from the east is washed by waters of Ussurisky gulf.

The indented coastline gives to Vladivostok and its vicinities special charm. And if to look at city from one of hills then will open the wonderful view at all southern part of peninsula, on its nearest islands, Amursky and, in part, Ussurisky gulfs. A relief of peninsula is mountainous. Hills are located from northeast to a southwest and substantially are indented by valleys of small rivers.

The rivers of city have sharp transition from big slope almost to zero. During downpours such sharp difference slopes creates conditions for flooding flood-lands of average and bottom parts of the rivers.

CLIMATE

Abroad climatic seasons was accepted the beginning or the end of those months in which there is a steady transition of average daily temperature through the appropriate limits. For winter such limit serves steady autumn and spring transition of average daily temperatures through 0 °C. Spring and an autumn is limited to transition of average daily temperatures of air through 0° and 10 °C (towards decreases and increases). For summer as a limit serves steady transition through 10 °C.

In the winter period in city the dry and cold continental air causing clear frosty weather dominates. January - the coldest month in the year: the average monthly temperature makes-13,5 °C. Exactly in this month the absolute minimum of temperature of air-30,3 °C (January, 10 1931ã.) is registered.

Thawes in Vladivostok are in any month of winter. Their greatest duration is 1-2 days. For winter in city there are about 18 cloudy days and approximately 27 days with precipitation. Precipitation fall as snow. But at some years the mixed precipitation and even a rain are possible. Blizzards in city make 8 - 9 days. Cases when speed of a wind at blizzards is increases to 15 - 20 m/s are frequent and then the snow drifts resulting to a stop of transport, to cessation of work are marked. In the winter in city there are, perhaps, all atmospheric phenomena, except for a hail.

For spring often alternations of waves of heat and a cold are characteristic. At some years temperature drops of air from day to day reach 10 - 15 °С.

Distinctive feature of the summer period is instability of weather. Significant overcast and the fogs observed in first half of a summer, reduce receiving of direct solar radiation and reduce duration of hours of solar light. The highest temperature (21 °C) falls to August which is warmest month in year. The amount of an absolute maximum makes +34.1 °C (it is registered August, 21, 1921 and in July 1939). The greatest repeatability of strong rains accounts for summer months which are brought at the city by typhoons, cyclones and frontal sections. The record maximum of precipitation for day 244 mm is marked July, 13, 1990, - this avalanche of a rain was brought down on city by typhoon .

Autumn in city is warm, dry, clear. By the end of September low night temperatures change a wood, it puts the autumn colourful attire on. In middle of October in suburb in full swing is fall of the leaves. The autumn - is the best time of year. Night cold snaps are replaced by high temperatures of daytime. In the afternoon air so gets warm, that there is a real summer weather. At night by the end of month the reduction of temperatures to -7... - 8 °C is possible. The maximal temperatures rise up to 23 - 25 °С  in the afternoon.

The first frosts in city may be 24 - October, 26, but also are possible earlier - October, 7. Fogs an autumn are 2 - 3 days. The average date of appearance snow cover November, 18, but at some years it may appear October, 19. Speeds of a wind to an autumn are increased to 7 m/s, the maximal repeatability of days with a wind more than 15 m/s in November makes 22 days.

ECONOMY

Vladivostok is a significant industrial centre. Manufacturing cluster includes shipbuilding and ship repairs, producing equipment for fish, woodworking  and mining industries. Plants: "Dalzavod", "Dalpribor", "Radiopribor", "Metallist", tool etc. Food (fish combine, meat-preserving plant, confectionery etc.), of building materials (plant of concrete product etc.) industries. Vladivostok is also a base of fish and seafoods products. 

SCIENCE, EDUCATION

Primorski branch of the Russian Geographic Society. Far East Scientific Centre of the Russian Academy of Science (RAS), Pacific Research Institute of Fishing Industry and Oceanography (TINRO), Pacific Institute of Geography etc. Primorsky University, Technological Institute and many others. 

CULTURE AND MUSEUMS

Theatres: dramatic, for young audience, puppet show. Museums: Far East steamship line, Pacific ocean fleet, TINRO, Mineralogical. Art gallery. The Arseniev united museum (including house-museums of Arseniev, of K. A. Sukhanov etc.).

Architecture and remarkables: Seaquarium. There is Botanic Garden near Vladivostok. There is mud and seaside health resort Sadgorod 26 km of Vladivostok.

TRANSPORT

Public transportation in Vladivostok is represented by buses, trams, and trolley buses that travel through the downtown area and suburbs. Taxis provide another alternative. Vladivostok has funicular cable car, the only in Russia, that transports passengers to the hills’ knaps.

Inter-city communication is effected through bus and train routs. The Vladivostok Railway and Bus Terminals provide regular bus and train service between villages, towns, and cities in the region.

The Air Terminal, opened in March 1998, is a modern facility constructed according to the international standards. It offers direct international flights to Seoul, Busan, Osaka, Toyama, Niigata, Harbin, Mudanjiang, Dalian, and Changchun. Charter flights may be arranged to the USA, Europe and other parts of Asia.
